Pears on the nose with gently baked 
spices underneath. 

Palate
Generous mouthfeel with refreshing 
acidity that livens up a juicy palate. 

Pair
A cheese platter in the sunshine.

Style
Fresh and juicy but spicy and soft, think 
of this as a pinot gris nouveau - layered 
spice and fruit with mouthwatering 
pear-like acidity.

Maturation
Spur pruned on a VSP trellis with a 
permanent cordon. Multiple lifting 
wires and some shoot thinning 
applied. Conventionally farmed with 
drip irrigation.
